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Summary

This paper describes the procedures for entering course information into OE2000.  To enter course information into MT2000 the course information must be entered for each day separately using the same procedure as used for OE2000.  Whilst the course information can be entered directly into OE2000, the interface is very cumbersome and the preferred method is to create the courses in Condes and then transfer the information into OE2000.
Downloading course information from Condes

If Condes has been used for course planning the course information can be transferred from Condes to OE2000.  A text file is written by Condes, which is then read into OE2000.  When naming courses it is preferable to use “01” for Course 1, “02” for Course 2, and so on - this ensures the correct ordering of courses in OE2000.  

1. From within Condes choose File->Export Data.  This opens a window where the folder and name of the file are entered.

2. In OE2000 choose Courses -> Courses.

3. In the Courses window choose Import.  The following window will appear.
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4. Enter the file name in the ASCII import file box and click on the Import button.  The following window will appear:
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5. Click on the Yes button (or press the Enter key).  The following window will appear:
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6. Check that the number of courses and controls imported is correct.  Alternately, choose Report from the Course window to get a list of the controls on each course.  

7. Having entered the controls and courses then the courses need to be mapped to classes.  To do this, choose Courses->Classes.  The following window will appear.  A course must be assigned to each class.
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8. If no classes are showing then they must first be entered using Entries->Classes.  The window below shows the Classes window with the standard class structure for an OY event.  The Start Fee, Sex and Age From fields are not used.  (The OY age class are entered in the Text2 field in the Entries->Entries screen.)
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
